2) Infinitive verbs- there are two verbs---> there will be two 
ways to write it

! She wants to wash her hair- Ella se quere lavar el pelo
! ! ! ! ! ! ! ! ! Ella quiere lavarse el pelo

! I need to wake up early- yo me necesito despierto temprano
! ! ! ! ! ! ! ! yo necesito despertarme temprano

Regla: In a regular sentence, you 
put the reflexive pronoun before 
and only before the verb

Regla: In an infinitive sentence, you put the 
reflexive pronoun either before both verbs. 
or attached to last verb



3) Gerund Sentence- two verbs --> two ways

She is washing her hair- Ella se estalavando el pelo
! ! ! ! ! ! ! Ella esta lavandose el pelo
***when attached, put accent on a of ando, or e of iendo***

I am waking up early- Yo me despertando temprano
! ! ! ! ! !  Yo estoy despertandome temprano

Regla: In a gerund sentence, you put 
the reflexive pronoun either before 
both verbs, or attached to the last 
verb. Accent on the “a” of ando, and 
on the “e” of iendo.

2) Specific time action
! Ex: Ella salió a la diez

1) Long time actions, habitual/repetitive 

Ex: yo fui al cine los sabados
! -i go to the movies every Saturday

2) When you say you "used" to do

Ex: Ella leía francés
! -shes used to read French

3) -ing in past = was eating, were driving

Ex: yo caminaba
! -i was singing

4) Description in the past

Ex: La casa era grande y tenía jardín
! -The house was big and had a garden
